et and Entry Doors:

With our exterior church renovation complete, we now have a
total of eight (8) parking spaces in proximity to the church for
our parishioners with mobility issues. During weekend and
weekday mass times there will be four (4) spaces reserved for
handicapped parking in front of the rectory and an additional
four (4) spaces in the lower parking lot adjacent to the parish hall
side entrance. From there, you can use the elevator up to the
church. Please note that two of the spaces in front of the rectory
will be marked for accessible parking at all times, along with all
four of the spaces in the lower lot.
