Dear Parishioners, 
 
I am pleased to update you on the upcoming renova�on of the St. Catherine’s campus, which is 
one of the projects that is funded by the “We Stand With Christ” capital campaign.  
 
The St. Catherine campus renova�on, under the leadership of Eileen Grasso, has been fully 
funded and has been reviewed and approved by the Diocese of Bridgeport.  This renovation 
project has been underway now for eighteen months.  The parish retained Stamford, Conn.-
based Todd Gambino, President, Construction Consulting Group, as the parish representative to 
the construction process.  Local real estate attorney, Tom Heagney, has filed the requisite 
permits with the Town of Greenwich.  And we are in the final phase of selecting contractors.  
 
The Darien, Conn.-based Burr Salvatore Architects firm has been retained and has completed the  
design plans to expand the St. Catherine’s church vestibule and outdoor piazza to allow for: 
 

• Hospitality and larger gatherings from weddings, funerals, bap�sms and Masses; 
• American with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant access to the church and bathrooms; 
• Both safe environment and ADA compliant confessionals; 
• Pedestrian-friendly walkways from the parking lot to the church; and, 
• Upgraded parking, including improved handicap accessibility. 

   
Phase one, the construction for the interior vestibule, will begin on December 26, 2023, and will 
last through approximately April 2024. Phase two, the exterior renovations, will begin in March 
with a completion date in June 2024.  During the renovation, we are asking our parishioners to 
be mindful of the following:  
 

• For a period of time, parishioners will be directed to use the newly-created ramp located 
at the side entrance of the church across from the rectory or the Lucey Parish Hall 
entrance and use the elevator to reach the church.   The elevator is both small and fairly 
slow, so please allow more time to enter the church. 

 
• The restroom in the vestibule will be inaccessible.  Parishioners may use the bathroom 

facilities located on the mezzanine or the lower level. 
 
• Parishioners using handicap parking may use the ramp on the side entrance of the church 

next to the rectory or the rear parking lot and enter and depart the church using the 
elevator connecting the Lucey Parish Hall to the church.
