Pentecost Novena to the Holy Spirit  

with Reflections from Pope Francis  

MAY 13 to MAY 22 
 

Before Jesus ascended into heaven, he commanded his apostles to “wait 

for the promise of the Father” in Jerusalem.  Nine days later the apostles 

celebrated the Jewish feast of Pentecost, and God fulfilled his promise by 

sending the Holy Spirit.  This was the first “novena.”  
 

A novena is a traditional prayer devotion in which prayers are said for nine consecutive days.  By praying a  

novena to the Holy Spirit, we can imitate the example of Mary and the apostles when they prayed and waited for 

the Holy Spirit.  We can prepare our hearts for the coming of the Holy Spirit in a new way.  
 

There are many options online, and you can adapt these to fit the needs of your own family.  Traditionally, the  

Novena to the Holy Spirit starts nine days before Pentecost, but you can start and pray it anytime you feel  

appropriate.

Some Background. . . 
 

Born in Greenwich, the middle child of three, Msgr. Detscher attended Byram Elementary School and  

Greenwich High School.  In addition to his studies, he spent many hours working in the family business, 

Detscher’s Variety Bakery, a Greenwich mainstay for more than 40 years.  While in high school, he  

dreamed of studying biology and medicine, but he also served Mass regularly and felt he had a calling  

to the priesthood. 
 

Ordained a priest in 1971, Msgr. Detscher spent a year as associate pastor of St. Peter Church in Bridgeport  

before becoming a longtime Secretary to the Bishop of the Diocese of Bridgeport, then the Most Rev. Walter 

Curtis.  Over the years, he held leadership roles in several diocesan parishes in Stamford, Fairfield and 

Bridgeport.  He later spent 11 years in Washington, D.C., holding national posts, such as Executive Director 

of the Secretariat for Liturgy of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops.  Along the way, he traveled to the 

Pontifical Liturgical Institute in Rome to earn two of his three degrees in liturgy, a topic he holds dear.  
 
 

Msgr. Detscher is a beautiful example of a servant leader.  You can also honor him by completing an act of 

service in the next few weeks, if you are able.   

 

We look forward to celebrating Msgr. Detscher with an appropriate, in-person gathering in the coming months,
